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Carefully read, understand, and follow all information in this user manual before installing and
using the swimming pool. These warnings, instructions, and safety guidelines address some
common risks of water recreation, but they cannot cover all risks and dangers in all cases.

NON-SWIMMERS SAFETY

¢ Continuous, active, and vigilant supervision of weak swimmers and non-swimmers by a competent
adult is required at all times (remembering that children under 5 years old are at the highest risk of
drowning);

Keep children in your direct sight, stay close, and actively supervise them when they are in or near
this pool and when you are filling and emptying this pool.

When searching for a missing child, check the pool first, even if child is thought to be in the house.

Do not leave toys inside the pool when finished using, since toys and similar items might attract a
child to the pool. Position furniture (e.g. tables, Choirs%owoy from pool, so that children cannot climb
on it to gain access to the pool. After using pool, remove water to a level of 1cm (0.5") or less.

Locate pumps and filters in such a way that children cannot climb on them and gain access to the
pool.
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SWIMMING POOL AWARENESS

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STEP 1: Prepare the Site

Before assembling your pool, check the contents and become familiar with all the parts. Review all the
following warnings, guidelines and tips before proceeding with setup:

WARNINGS

Do not overfill the pool and / or allow people to lay over or sit on pool wall - doing so can cause
permanent injury!

e Drain pool to the proper level after a heavy rain. The Maximum Water Level FILL LINE is printed on the
pool liner.

e Site must be level, stable, compacted sail.

Do not install pool on a wooden deck or any type of wooden surface. You cannot use sand and/or
uncompacted soil to provide a level surface for this pool; it will only wash out.

GUIDELINES

¢ The pool must be assembled on a smooth and level site of firm soil that is free of stones, gravel,
sticks, blacktop, or other oil base compounds.

e Before setting up your pool, clear the area of hardy grasses. Certain types of vigorous grasses such
as St. Augustine and Bermuda can grow through the liner. A ground cloth or tarp may be helpful in
preventing this from occurring. Grass growing through the liner is not covered under warranty.

e Failure to follow all these instructions will cause pool to collapse and will void the warranty!

TIP: It will be much easier to install your pool if you unfold it and let it lay in direct sunlight for about 2 hours
prior to installation. This will help to ensure a wrinkle-free fit because the pool material will be more pliable
allowing it to form into shape during installation.

GETTING STARTED

e Contact your local utilities, checking that no underground cables, telephone lines, gas lines, etc. run
beneath the area you have selected.

STEP 2: Lay out the Liner

1. Carefully unfold the QuickSet pool and inspect the seams for manufacturing defects.

2. With the inflatable ring on the top side, and safety content on the outside, lay out the pool in the
area selected, making sure the bottom of the pool is both flat and round.

3. If your pool included openings or you are going to purchase a filter pump system, position the
Suction & Return fitting locations so they are 10 to 21 feet from the electrical outlet you plan to use
for the pool pump.
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STEP 3: Inflate the Top Ring

1. Locate a clean area free of stones or other sharp objects to inflate the pool.

2. Inflate the air chambers following the numbered sequence (if any) slowly with a manual/foot air
pump.

Caution: Avoid wearing
shoes when stepping on
the pool liner. Only use
hands or bare feet to
open up the liner.

3. The adequate air pressure: make sure the pool is firm to the touch but not hard - there should be
small folds around the armrests, backrests and/or side edges, and below the cup holders (if any).
Also compare the pressure with that of the large main chamber.

4. Close and press the inflation valves into the unit to get a flat surface.

5. Check regularly to ensure the adequate air pressure during each use, especially on very hot or cold
days.

CAUTION: Inflate by adult only. Do not overinflate, use high pressure air compressor to inflate, or exceed
the recommended Design Working Pressure. Inflate with cold air only.

STEP 4: Install the Fittings for Filter Pump

If your pool came with fittings, install both the Suction and Return fittings to the pool wall before filling the pool.

¢ The black rubber Gasket should always be slid over the threaded plastic suction or return fitting and be
on the pool interior before the fitting is placed through the pool wall to make a watertight connection.

» Make sure to cover the suction and return fittings with the Water Cap and/or the Service Plug (if
included) while you fill your pool, or until you are ready to add a filtration system.

* DO NOT cover the suction and return fittings with any Water Cap or Service Plug when the filtration
system is in operation. Only use the Water Cap and/or the Service Plug (if included) when replacing
cartridge filter or servicing the filter pump.

Filling Your Pool

1. Fill the pool with 2.54cm of water.

2. Smooth out the wrinkles from the bottom of the pool by brushing outwards from the inside of the
pool so it fills up evenly. Make sure that the base of the pool is completely flat and leveled.

IMPORTANT: Not following this step will make the pool fill unevenly and may look misshapen. If the
pool is uneven, you may need to restart the setup.

3. Pull all the outer walls up straight and make sure they are not under the pool floor. Also make sure
to pull up the top ring, all around the pool, so that it fills evenly.

NOTES:

e |f more than 2.54-5.08cm of water collects on any one side before the pool starts filling in the
center, the pool is not level enough, and must be corrected (See Section “Prepare the Site”).

¢ The weight of the water will make adjustment impossible after this point.

4. If your pool includes a filtration system, install it as per the enclosed "Funsicle Filter Pump User Guide".
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5. Now, as you continue filling, the inflated ring will rise as the water deepens. Continue adding water
to your pool up to the "FILL LINE" printed on the interior of your pool.

CAUTION: Always follow the chemical manufacturer’s directions, and the health and hazard warnings.

Do not add chemicals while the pool is occupied. This can cause skin or eye irritation. Concentrated chlorine
solutions can damage the pool liner. In no event is Polygroup, our buyer/retailers, or any other party liable for
costs associated with the loss of pool water, chemicals, or water daomage. Keep spare filter cartridges on
hand. Replace cartridges every two weeks. We recommend the use of Funsicle Filter Pumps with all of our
above ground pools.

Excessive Rain: To avoid damage to the pool and overfilling, immediately drain rain water that causes the
water level to be higher than the FILL LINE.

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Draining & Dismantling Your Pool

4. Place the other end of the garden hose in an area where the water can be safely drained away
from the house and other nearby structures.

5. When the water stops draining, start lifting the pool from the side opposite to the drain valve to
drain any remaining water and empty the pool completely.

6. After drainage, lock the drain valve and close the drain cap.

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Maintaining Your Pool

Storage

1. Deflate the top ring completely and remove all connecting parts (if there are any).

2. Be sure that the pool and all parts are completely dry before storage. Air dry the liner in the sun until
it is completely dry before folding (see drawing T). Sprinkle some talcum powder to prevent the vinyl
from sticking together and to absorb any residual moisture.

3. Create a square shape. Starting at one side, fold one-sixth of liner into itself twice. Do the same on
the opposite side (see drawings 2 & 3).

4. Once you have created two opposing folded sides, simply fold one over the other like closing a
book (see drawings 4 & 5).

5. Fold the two long ends to the middle (see drawing 6).
6. Fold one over the other like closing a book, and finally compact the liner (see drawing 7).

7. Store the liner and accessories in a dry, temperature-controlled storage location above 32°F (0°C)
and below 104°F (40°C).

TIP: The original packaging can be used for storage.

Repair

To repair a puncture on the pool, follow these steps:
1. Locate the puncture on the pool.

2. While standing in the pool, peel off and apply the patch over the puncture on the interior pool wall.
This patch can also be used to repair puncture on the top ring of the pool.

3. Press and rub the patch firmly with your fingers to release any trapped air bubbles.
Flatten the patch until it is completely smooth.

NOTE: Scan this QR code to watch the demonstration video.
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Winterizing

This above ground pool cannot be winterized and must be drained, disassembled, and properly stored if you
live in an area where the temperature drops below 32°F (0°C). If you are in a warmer environment, follow the
instructions below.

After usage, you can easily empty and store away your pool in a safe place (see long term storage above).
Some pool owners, in warmer climates however, may choose to leave their pool up all year round. In cold
areas, where freezing temperatures occur, there can be a risk of ice damage to your pool. Leaving your
above ground pool set up in areas where the temperature drops below 32 degrees Fahrenheit (0 Celsius)
voids the warranty.

1. Clean the pool water thoroughly.

2. Remove the skimmer (if applicable) or any accessories attached to the threaded strainer
connector. Replace strainer grid if necessary. Be sure all accessories parts are clean and
completely dry before storage.

3. Unplug the Inlet and Outlet fitting from the inside of the pool (if applicable).

4. Remove the ladder (if applicable) and store in a safe place. Be sure the ladder is completely dry
before storage.

5. Remove the hoses that connect the pump and filter to the pool.

6. Add the appropriate chemicals for the winter period. Consult your local pool dealer as to which
chemicals you should use and how to use them. This can vary greatly by region.

7. Cover pool with Pool Cover.
IMPORTANT: Pool Cover is not a Safety Cover.

8. Clean and drain the pump, filter housing, and hoses. Remove and discard the old filter cartridge.
Keep a spare cartridge for the next season.

9. Bring pump and filter parts indoors and store in a safe and dry areaq, preferably between 0°C (32°F)
and 40°C (104°F).

2. Adjust the goggles' head strap and bridge strap to a proper and comfortable position.

e The head strap is used to hold the goggles in place.

e Making the strap tighter is not necessarily better, as this may cause discomfort and markings
around the eyes.

e Correct adjustment can be obtained by adjusting the band until a comfortable fit is achieved.
e Correct adjustment of the bridge strap is essential for both comfort and a watertight seal.

3. To avoid water entering the lens, slide the left and right lens closer together or further apart with

one notch at a time until the correct fit is obtained.
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4. To clear water or to adjust the goggles, take a firm grip on the goggles' lens and tilt the lower edge
of the goggles' lens slightly away from the face.

5. To remove the goggles, put your hand under the strap at side of your head. Slide your thumbs to
the back of your head and lift the elastic from the back to the front of your head.

NOTE: It is recommended that teachers, coaches, or mature swimmers demonstrate this method
to young children.

Care Instructions:

1. Rinse the goggles with cold clean water before storage.

2. Air-dry the goggles and store it in a dry place. Do not store it under direct sunlight.
